The Severn River Sharks are competing in the Severn Division of the GASL. The Greater 
Annapolis Swim League is local so we will not be driving more than a 10 mile radius away. 
We also will not be using the swim blocks as not all the pools have this capability . 
Bonus: the longest distance is 50 yards (no more 100 yard events) except for individual medley. 
GASL also uses Meet Manager which we started using two years ago, which provides program 
seeding and will allow for “real time” posting of swimmers results.

Please do not use e-mail to notify coach of changes to your child’s 
schedule less than 24 hours before the meet. You must contact him by phone!

The swimmers train to prepare for 
the dual meets. Keep in mind that sound swimming strokes and techniques are not 
learned at the same rate by each child no in a matter of a few days. Patience and

constructive encouragement go a long way towards boosting morale. The main goal of 
summer swimming will be FUN!! 
 
Remember, the coach’s job is to supervise the entire swimming program; and therefore, 
he must be in charge. Coach Mike will make the final decision as to which events each 
swimmer will enter in a dual meet, but he is happy to address any concerns you might 
have prior to the meet. If your child is desperate to swim a certain stroke or is averse to 
a certain stroke, you can let the coach know now when you register on line! The 
coaches try to work with the parents and children as much as feasibly possible.  
Swimming is an individual sport yet also a team sport and the coach has the greatest 
understanding of how each swimmer’s performance benefits the team! Also, the 
coaches will remove your child from practice if he or she becomes too disruptive. If you 
have any questions or complaints relating to your child, contact one of the coaches 
directly.

We have listed the meets 

on the web site registration site where you can let us know if you will be away for these 

meets. The post swim season award/novice meets are not listed yet. There will be no 

practice meet this year as the 1st meet is June 11th!
